By all accounts the Egyptians did a fantastic job in hosting the event and the Irish contingent thoroughly enjoyed themselves. 


The tournament was a huge success results wise for Ireland too. Leo and Victoria both did well to finish 30th and 37th respectively out of a 50 strong field, but Jane stole the show by taking a brilliant 7th place and was the highest placed non-Egyptian player. Jane will be part of the Irish association rules team that will play against Scotland for the Appleton trophy in Edinburgh early this season.
